A randomized controlled trial demonstrated that electromagnetic stimulation therapy significantly improved pelvic floor muscle strength in postpartum women with stress urinary incontinence. The EMS group showed greater muscle strength gains compared to the Kegel exercise group (16.5 vs. 8.0 cmH₂O, p = 0.006). Both groups experienced significant improvements in urinary distress scores and pad test results.
 Another study reported that 58% of patients experienced objective improvement in urinary incontinence after undergoing functional magnetic stimulation therapy using a magnetic chair. Additionally, 71% reported subjective improvement, indicating the treatment's effectiveness and patient satisfaction.
